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Message from the Headteacher.....

Dear Parents/Carers,

Further to the Prime Minister’s announcement earlier in the week, we are
very excited that our students will be returning for face to face learning
from Monday 8th March. The government have stated that students are
required to be offered rapid-result lateral flow device (LFD) tests to check
for asymptomatic cases of coronavirus (COVID-19) before they return to
the school site.

In order to manage the safe return of students we will be phasing their
return as follows:

Monday 8th March-Year 11 and Sixth Form
Tuesday 9th Marchk-Years 9 & 10
Thursday 11th Marchk-Years 7 & 8

The in-school provision will still be open for those vulnerable pupils and the
children of critical workers who have been attending. This will continue
until their year group returns for face to face learning.

Due to the logistics of testing, students in Year 10 to 13 will be offered
testing in the community prior to coming in to school. Years 7 to 9 will
have their first test in school, all subject to consent. Testing is not
mandatory, but is strongly recommended by the government.

The plan will be as follows:

Students will be offered three LFD tests, three-to-five days apart initially,
and will be provided with home tests thereafter for twice weekly
asymptomatic testing.

Years 10 to 13vill be offered a communitytest by the Local Authority
(Essex County Council) between Thursday 4 and Sunday ¥ March. Year
9 will have their first lateral flow test in schoolon Friday ' March and
Years 7 & &ill have their first test on Wednesday 19 March in schoal
Students in Years 7 to Qvill be given a time slot to come in to school for
their test, and will return home straight afterwards.

The government guidance is that students should be offered 3 tests, to facilitate their return to school, and the
second test for Years 11 to 13vill be Monday 8" Marchin school Years 9 and 16ill receive their second test on

Further details regarding theeturn to school and testing will be communicated to parents and carers on Monde
15t March.

Following the three initial LFD tests, pupils will be offered home testing kits to conduct LFD tests twice per week. If
your child takes part in these tests, results should be reported to NHS Test and Trace, either online or by telephone,
and should also be shared with the school.

If your child tests negative in the LFD tests, they can continue to attend school, unless they start to display symptoms
of coronavirus.

If your child receives a positive LFD test result, they should begin to self-isolate immediately, and book a confirmatory
polymerase chain reaction (PCR) test which can be done at an NHS testing site, or via a home PCR test. In rare
circumstances where your child cannot obtain a PCR test from a testing site, the school has a small supply. Please get
in touch with the school office if you think you cannot access a testing site or order a home testing kit.

We appreciate all of your efforts made to conduct these tests, and thank you for your ongoing support in helping to
create a safer school environment for our community.

We want to reassure you that the school has implemented a number of protective measures to keep your child safe
upon their return to the school site. We have updated our risk assessment to reflect any changes in circumstances
pertaining to the full return of pupils, and will communicate any future changes to you as and when we make them.

We fully appreciate that students may be feeling anxioabout returning to school, and the Pastoral Team have
prepared a separate Wellbeing Bulletin, which will be sent out on Monday, with resources and guidance for
students.

The scheduled INSET / Non-Pupil Day, Wednesday 10 March will be postponed until later in the academic year, so
we can focus on getting the students back into school.
